Personal data provided by a Whistleblower will be processed for the purposes resulting from legally justified interests of the Company, in particular to verify whether the reported act or omission is an actual or potential breach, to discover any irregularities within the Company, such as an infringement of the provisions of internal procedures applicable in the Company, and common law regulations, to handle reports, take investigation actions, notify the Whistleblowers of the acceptance and consideration of the report as described in this Procedure, and taking actions aiming at preventing the disclosed violations, as provided for in Article 6 clause 1 letter f) GDPR. If the reported breach shows the features of an offence or a fiscal offence, the personal data will also be processed to meet the legal obligations imposed on the Company, in particular, with regard to reporting the offence, as provided for in Article 6 clause 1 letter c) GDPR.
Personal data will be stored until the end of investigation process, concluded with writing a memo, in case of obviously unfounded reporting, or a final report, in case of founded reporting. Personal data of the Whistleblower will be deleted from the reports register as soon as the investigation process is over.
You shall be entitled to demand access to your personal data, to correct, delete, restrict processing, and to protest against your personal data being processed. You shall also be entitled to lodge a complaint to the supervisory body (The President of the Personal Data Protection Office). 
Provision of your personal data is voluntary, and the failure to provide personal data has no negative legal consequences.
